The Internet has become a familiar part of the lives of people all over the globe, and as of September 2002, the worldwide population online was estimated at over 600 million. The Internet is a revolutionary mechanism for worldwide information distribution and a powerful tool for communication between people and their computers regardless of location.  

The basic concept of the Internet was first thought of in the early 1960s. Initially it was planned to be a military research network, designed to be decentralized over many locations. In case one location was attacked, the military could still control its communications and equipment from another connected location. Created by ARPA (the Advanced Research Project Agency), ARPANET—the first small network—went online in 1969 and connected four universities in the United States.  

This network was very successful from the beginning. Originally ARPANET was designed to allow scientists to share data and access remote computers. However, after the first email program was invented in 1972, communication through email quickly became the most popular application. By the end of 1972, ARPANET had over 23 hosts which connected universities and government research centers around the United States.
