Ⅲ.Reading Comprehension（12%）
Sometimes we may not know more about a writer than when he wrote.  This knowledge can itself be crucial.  An essay written in the sixteenth century will be different in important ways from an essay written yesterday.  Not only will the sixteenth-century author use a vocabulary that is likely to diverge from ours, but he also will make allusions to people, places, and books that may be unfamiliar to us.  Moreover, he will certainly have ideas and beliefs that reflect this unfamiliar world.  Today, for example, we wonder only how much interest a bank will charge us on our loan; in the sixteenth century people looked on charging interest as a doubtful if not an outright wicked practice.  One of the challenges in reading work from the past, then, is to read it on its own terms, remembering that what we think and what we know are different from—rather than necessarily better than—what people thought and knew in the past.  The date of writing also matters with writing published closer to our own day.  A writer assessing Bill Clinton before he was impeached, for example, may well have written something significantly different had he put pen to paper after Clinton was impeached.  In these ways the date of writing provides important information about what to expect.

The Earth’s temperature may stay roughly the same for a decade, as natural climate cycles enter a cooling phase, scientists have predicted. A new computer model developed by German researchers suggests the cooling will counter greenhouse warming. However, temperatures will again be rising quickly by about 2020. Many climate scientists have welcomed the research, saying it may help the world plan better for the future. 

The key to the new prediction is the natural cycle of ocean temperatures called the Atlantic Multidecadal Oscillation (AMO), which is closely related to the warm currents that bring heat from the tropics to the shores of Europe. The cause of the oscillation is not well understood, but the cycle appears to come round about every 60 to 70 years. It may partly explain why temperatures rose in the early years of the last century before beginning to cool in the 1940s.
The model projects the cooling of north Atlantic waters, which will act to keep temperatures in check around the world, much as the warming and cooling associated with El Nino and La Nina in the Pacific bring global consequences.
“One message from our study is that in the short term, you can see changes in the global mean temperature that you might not expect given the reports of the Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change (IPCC),” said Noel Keenlyside from the Leibniz Institute of Marine Sciences at Kiel University.
His group’s projection diverges from other computer models only for about 15-20 years; after that, the curves come back together and temperatures rise. “We have to take into account that there are uncertainties in our model; but it does suggest a plateau of temperatures, and then a continued rise,” said Dr Keenlyside.
